There was / There were

En inglés, usamos "there was" y "there were" para hablar sobre la existencia de algo
en el pasado. La elección entre uno u otro depende de si el sustantivo al que nos referimos
es singular o plural.

There was (Había / Hubo)
Se usa para describir la existencia de algo en el pasado cuando nos referimos a un

solo objeto o persona (singular).

● Estructura:

There was + singular noun

● Ejemplos:

There was a cat in the garden.
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There were (Había / Hubo)
Se usa cuando hablamos de la existencia de más de una cosa o persona en el

pasado (plural).

● Estructura:

There were + plural noun

● Ejemplos:

There were two dogs in the park.

Forma negativa:

There wasn't (There was not) = No había / No hubo (singular).
Ejemplo: There wasn't a car in the house.

There weren't (There were not) = No había / No hubo (plural).
Ejemplo: There weren't any chairs in the room.
